Georges Duboeuf Saint-Véran, named for the village where the wine is produced, is 100% Chardonnay with 
no oak aging. The wine has floral notes with a touch of honey, lime and toast and a pleasing, fruity taste. 
Suggested retail price: $15.99. 
 
Georges Duboeuf Pouilly-Fuissé is 100% Chardonnay, aged six to eight months in oak, with a bouquet of 
roasted almonds, verbena, lime tree and vanilla with a supple and fruity taste that ages beautifully. This 
wine is considered the “jewel of the Mâconnais.” Suggested retail price: $21.99.
